Memorandum

on the establishment of On-going Steering Committee

of Ukrainian Internet Governance Forum (IGF-UA)
Ukrainian Internet Governance Forum (IGF-UA) is the national initiative of all stakeholders - civil society, government, business, technical and academician community, international organizations (further - stakeholders), which follows the goal and tasks of the Internet Governance Forum (IGF) annual meetings agenda under the mandate provided to the Secretary General of the United Nations in Tunis Agenda for Information Society.
IGF-UA is a national contribution of the Ukrainian people to the common task of the information society development based on the grounds defined in the final acts of the World Summit on Information Society and Declaration of the Council of Europe with regard Internet governance principles.
Aiming to support preparation and running of the IGF-UA, the On-going Steering Committee (OSC) is established to represent the interests of all stakeholders based on equal footing.
Mandate

Confirming our commitment to the IGF mandate, as described in the para 72 of the Tunis Program for Information Society, and to basic principles of the Code of Good Practice on Information, Participation and Transparency in Internet Governance, adopted by the Association of Progressive Communications, Council of Europe and UNECE, and shall coordinate the activity of IGF-UA to:
Discuss public policy issues related to key elements of Internet governance in order to foster the sustainability, robustness, security, stability and development of the Internet

Facilitate discourse between bodies dealing with different cross-cutting international public policies regarding the Internet and discuss issues that do not fall within the scope of any existing body.

Interface with appropriate governmental and intergovernmental organizations and other institutions on matters under their purview. 

Facilitate the exchange of information and best practices, and in this regard make full use of the expertise of the academic, scientific and technical communities.

Advise all stakeholders in proposing ways and means to accelerate the availability and affordability of the Internet in Ukraine and the rest of the world, including developing countries

Strengthen and enhance the engagement of stakeholders in existing and/or future Internet governance mechanisms.

Identify emerging issues, bring them to the attention of the relevant bodies and the general public, and, where appropriate, make recommendations.

Contribute to capacity building for Internet governance in developing countries, drawing fully on local sources of knowledge and expertise

Promote and assess, on an ongoing basis, the embodiment of WSIS principles in Internet governance processes.

Discuss, inter alia, issues relating to critical Internet resources.

Help to find solutions to the issues arising from the use and misuse of the Internet, of particular concern to everyday users.

Publish its proceedings and disseminate information about on-going activity online and offline.
Principles of information activity
1. The main principles of the preparation, running and reporting about IGF-UA should be openness, transparency, totality and inclusiveness of all stakeholders and avoidance of commercial influences.
2. All information which is concerned with decision-making or which concerns the work of OSC should be publicly available and readily accessible to all potential participants in ways and formats that are convenient to them. Exceptions to this guideline should be subject to open discussion and public explanation.
3. OSC should actively facilitate access to information and foster knowledge within the Internet and wider communities about their work in general, issues with which it’s concerned, the decisions which are being made, and the processes through

which decisions will be reached. 
4. OSC should actively facilitate exhange of information among stakeholders, off-line including, for access to information and foster knowledge within the Internet and wider communities about their work in general, issues with which they are concerned, the decisions which are being made, and the processes through which decisions will be reached.
5. Communications within members of OSC should be transparent and accountable (all off-line communications should be recorded and be made available online, all online communications should correspond to netiquette rules.
Pprinciples of participation
6. The involvement into the work of the OSC is based on the accession to this Memo by signing, declaration of interests and lack of interests conflict. The participation in the OSC work could not be subject of any private interests or related to commercial activity.
7. The OSC should enable and encourage all those who wish to participate in processes and decisions concerning Internet governance to make a contribution,

with the expectation that their views will be considered.
8. The OSC should enable and encourage all those who wish to participate in processes and decisions concerning Internet governance to make a contribution,

with the expectation that their views will be considered. The OSC should strive to include within their deliberations individuals under-represented, including those who are and those who are not currently users of the Internet, and should recognise the needs of its future users.
9. Any individual or organisation should be able to initiate ideas for debates about Internet policy, standards development, coordination or administration, and the governance and structure of Internet governance entities. They should also be able to take part in such debates. Opportunities to participate in the work of entities concerned with Internet governance should be widely publicised, with the aim of ensuring that all those who wish to participate are aware of them by off-line and other means of participation as well as throw online groups and forums organized by the OSC.
10. The OSC should regularly review their arrangements with the aim of using the outcomes of such reviews to improve inclusiveness, the quality, transparency, timeliness and accountability of decision-making. Methods of achieving this objective may include peer review and

other shared or external assessment methods. Internet governance entities should make public the outcomes of such reviews.
11. Any declarations and official proclamations on behalf of the OSC is allowed based on the public consultations involving all stakeholders and by authorised persons.
12. Any of the existent and future outcomes of the IGF-UA is in public domain and constitutes the contribution of the Ukrainian Internet-community represented by stakeholders signatories of this Memo, it could not be privatised, commercialized or dominated by anybody.
13. The violation of the above mentioned (in this Memo) principles of OSC activity and repeatedly non-membership leads to the lost of membership in the OSC.
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
