((Draft)) Board Selection process at EURALO

Dear all,

sometimes historical moments are overseen or not taken into appropriate account: It was in August 2009, a year ago already, when the ICANN Board decided that ALAC should be granted a voting Board seat (not only a non-voting Board Liaison as we had until now). This Board decision is the result of a long-lasting struggle by former and present ALAC members and some observers see a link between our first ALAC User Summit held in March 09 in Mexico-City what increased credibility and respectability of our work.

After the Board decision ALAC convened working committees to discuss and decide appropriate procedures for the selection of its future voting Board members. From Europe Christopher Wilkinson and Veronica Cretu are part of this committee. There have been some delays in the discussion process over the last month but one of the preliminary decisions was to include the RALOs in the selection and voting process. The EURALO Board decided in spring this year that we would invite our ALSes to nominate suitable candidates and to select a preferred personality in a consultative process in our region. The Chair of the RALOs who are foreseen for the final electorate will be then obliged to cast the majority vote of their regions.

As the deadline for such voting Board nominations will close soon (hopefully beginning/6 Sept.) we would like to invite you to suggest suitable candidates from our or other ALAC regions for nomination. If we will have several nominations from EURALO – what seems to be likely – At-Large Staff will provide a polling facility at the end of the nomination period to select our preferred candidate for submission to ALAC. A

list of candidates who submitted their completed Statement of Interest (SOI) will be published on Monday, August 23 under

Matthias added some points for consideration to this draft – and I don’t know how best they can be included and NOT confusing our members about this highly complicate and not very transparent procedure:

(sorry – my two cents)

I think there might be a misunderstanding with regards to the nomination process for Board Director candidates. According to the ALAC Final Recommendations on At-Large Community Director Selection Process:

"Petition candidates can be added to the BCEC slate. Such petition candidates need to have gone through the BCEC process and may be added to the slate proposed by BCEC by a formal request of RALOs. A petition will require the support of at least three of the five RALOs."(see link to the complete document below).

It is my understanding that potential petition candidates also need to submit their SOIs by August 21. Therefore, in addition to asking ALSes to nominate suitable candidates from EURALO, those suitable candidates should be encouraged to submit their completed SOIs within the deadline. If the BCEC decides not to include a candidate deemed suitable by EURALO in their slate of candidates, EURALO may submit a request to the BCEC to have him or her included. This request would need the support by at least two more RALOs. However, if a suitable candidate has not submitted his or her SOI to the BCEC within the deadline, I understand that it will not be possible to have the candidate included on the final slate.
